List the names, email address and phone of your key team members
The [1] are the three people in your immediate team. The [2] are the people directly in their teams. The [3] are the third level on your team. Keep in touch with your three [1]s and help them build their teams. If you sponsor more than three Mentors, decide where you would like to place them on your team.
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Encourage each of your team members to build a Team Chart to help them keep in touch with their team. As you build your team to greater depth, work with your team members on the first three levels to continue building. Your team only grows when every member does their small part. 

If you have Microsoft Word (2000 – 2007), you can type in each of the boxes above. If not, you can hand write the information for your team members. You can see the names and email addresses of your immediate team members on the [All About Me] page of the website. We don’t list the phone numbers of Subscribers for privacy purposes. If you are concerned about spam email, I suggest that you set up a secondary email address on gmail, Yahoo, or Hotmail (etc.). If you do, be sure to let us know so we can change your record and keep in touch. You can even set up filters that forward certain mail to your regular email and send the junk to a holding file or to the trash bin.
If you fill in the form with Microsoft Word, you might want to make a blank copy to share with others.
